APPENDIX

BUDGETARY REQUIREMENTS FOR DBT 

Support by DBT (this section is for Indian applicants only) 

1. Budget for a Cooperative Research Project 

Budgets will be commensurate to the objectives of the proposal for 3-5 year period as per existing DBT norms 

2. Cooperative Research Period 

The cooperative research period shall be 3 to 5 years in total, starting from the date of /funding of the project. 

3. Details of Support 

This programme is designed to support additional expenses related to cooperation with the Danish partner, with the precondition that the main research infrastructure is already in place in each research group. 

3.1 Contract between Applicant and DBT

Support will be implemented according to the Memorandum of Agreement between DBT and a university or public research institute, research foundation etc. 

3.2 Contract between Researchers 

If a contract for cooperative research is necessary for implementing actual research cooperation, such a contract should be concluded between the Indian institutions and the Danish institutions. It is strongly advisable but not required that appropriate discussions of the issue of rights to intellectual property with Danish researchers or research institutions take place, to ensure good collaboration. If an agreement is concluded, it should be reported in the application. 

3.3 Funded expenses 

Funded expenses include costs for implementation of research exchanges and performing research activities. 

 (A) Expenses for research activities 

1) Manpower budget would be provided for doctoral/postdoctoral/technical staff employed for the project 

 2) Expenses for equipment  

Since the project is premised on making full use of existing facilities and equipment, only expenses for equipment essential for Indian-Danish cooperative research projects are covered. 

 3) Expenses for consumables 

Expenses for procuring raw materials, consumable products, chemicals, etc. 

 4) Other 

Contingencies and workshop expenses can be requested at modest levels

5) Travel expenses for research exchanges 

Travel expenses: In principle, should be based on the rules of the institution with which the research leader is affiliated. 

· Foreign travel expenses: DBT would provide air travel expenses for the visit of PI and the researchers working in project to Danish laboratory as per decided norms.

· Domestic travel expenses: As per DBT norms
· Local hospitality for researchers from Danish side. In this programme, DBT would provide local hospitality for Danish-side Researchers which would include lodging, boarding, local travel and per diem.

6) Overhead Expenses 

Since all administrative procedures related to this project are to be carried out by institutions, overhead expenses amounting to 10% or less of the total for research exchange and research activity expenses will be allowed.
